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                              BELLEVUE, Neb. -- As the debate over reforming health care continues to take center stage in Washington, Rep. Lee Terry laid out a plan of his own for a group of Bellevue University students."If you're uninsured for any reason, cost, pre-existing, you can opt into this," he said.Terry said most Americans consider health care reform a top priority, though there's much disagreement on how to do it.He said his plan would allow uninsured people to opt into the same plan choices available to federal employees."You can find a plan that fits you," he said.He said that one option won't exclude anyone from participating based on a previous health condition. Student Lisa Kelly said that was good news."I do have a medical condition that has to be most important to me right now," she said. "Cost is second."Cost remains a major concern for most people. Terry said that a basic family plan would cost about $500 per month."Especially if you're only going to make $14 or $15 an hour, that's a big chunk out of your take-home pay," Kelly said."Depending on your income, you would get some support for that premium," Terry said.Kelly said Terry's plan is an interesting option for an issue that she said needs to change soon."I just hope they pass something," she said. "Something that's fair to everybody."              
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
